Rob Barfuss moved to approve the agenda. Carried
MINUTES

The minutes of the December 3, 2015, meeting were discussed.

Dennis Barnes moved to accept the minutes of the December 3, 2015 meeting. Carried

BUSINESS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Dennis Barnes inquired as to whether the City of Lethbridge has signed a contract with AHS. Danny

Melvin advised that the signing is scheduled for this Spring.

NEW BUSINESS

Danny Melvin reported that the December Emergency Services statistics are as follows: 2 MVC, 1 AHS
(lift assist), and 2 Fire Calls (West Rally Colony & Barry Webster).

Danny Melvin advised that dress uniforms have been delivered to firefighters as per the 2015 Budget.

Danny Melvin reported that both Christmas parties were well attended.

Danny Melvin advised that the West Rally Colony will be looking at the water tank tomorrow to see

what repairs need to be done. Danny has received a quote for a new water tank in the amount of
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$40,000. The Authority is dependent on the Cardston County for use of their water truck until repairs
are complete. Danny estimates the cost of repairs to be around $3,500.

Danny Melvin reported that the new rescue vehicle is being utilized and the old ambulance will be
picking up by the Rotary Club in the next couple of weeks.

Danny Melvin advised that he will be speaking with John Hein regarding the MFR program. Danny has a
few questions before the board makes a final decision on the level of service the Authority will provide.

Danny Melvin inquired as to where the Town of Cardston stands on completing a Policy regarding the
Authority using the Town of Cardston’s equipment. Rob Barfuss advised that the Town of Cardston will
be worked on this policy in the next few months.

Danny Melvin advised that there are two outstanding bills that he is striving to receive payment on.
Parks Canada has not paid the Waterton contract from the summer and Danny will be going to speak
with the Park Superintendent tomorrow. Red Crow College has advised Danny that they do not have
adequate insurance to cover the invoice. The amount to be received from insurance is unknown but
Danny will continue to work with them to secure as many funds as possible.

Danny Melvin reported that Mark Murphy will be coming to perform an ICS100 workshop at the Fire
Hall March 24, 2016 from 6-9 p.m.

Joel McMiillan reported on the active 911 system. The system is working relatively well with a few bugs
to still be worked out. Joel advised that there are definite advantages over strictly radio based
communication.

Danny Melvin advised that Murray Millward, Cardston County CAO, was been working on the ACP Grant
and the Town of Cardston has already received a copy to review. Murray would like to receive a letter
of support from the Authority.

Broyce Jacobs moved to approve Danny Melvin’s report. Carried

Danny Melvin explained that the fleet replacement is not included in the requisitions. The municipalities
need to set aside 40,000 each to build a reserve for equipment replacement.

The board reviewed over the 2016 Budget and Danny explained that the following Budget lines could be
decreased as follows: Line 17 needs to only pay for 6 firefighters instead of 15 firefighters college fees as
the rest of the firefighters can have this expense covered through another avenue; Line 19 can be
deleted in the future as the Cardston County is looking into different options to handle this debt; and
Line 36 to replace two breathing apparatus’s that would help update the Mid River can be delayed until
another year.
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Danny Melvin stated that the Authority is in fairly good financial standing but would like to clear bad
debts and collect outstanding monies.

Danny Melvin advised that T4’s will be issued for the first time for the 2015 year.

Danny Melvin reported that Mark Toone is heading up the recruitment of firefighters. The board would
like to see more advertising for recruitment.

Dennis Barnes inquired as to whether local businesses have been approached about supporting staff
who volunteer as firefighters. The board would like Danny to write a letter asking for the businesses to
support any staff who would like to volunteer as firefighters.

16-01 Broyce Jacobs moved to approve the 2016 Budget as amended. Carried

Fred Lacey advised that AHS attended a County council meeting and Danny Melvin was also present.
The Cardston County asked questions and brought up concerns to AHS. AHS representatives made
promises to look into solving the presented concerns.

Dennis Barnes moved to adjourn. Carried
