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VILLAGE OF GLENWOOD
GENERAL MUNICIPAL PLAN

Adapied by Bylaw No. 170-80/91

The Council of the Village of Glenwood in the Provings of Alerta, i accerdance wih the
peovisions of the Planning Acl, RSA 1880, as amendad, enacts as follows:

1. DEFINITIONS
Unfass otherwise provided in this part, a word of 1orm fakas the dafinition given in ihe Planning
Act. For the purpeses of this general municipal plan the following definitions are to ba applied.
Act means the Planning A, Chapler P-9 of the Revised Slawutes of Atbera, 1980 and
subsequend amandments.
Commisslon means Oldman River Regional Planning Commigsion.
CouncN means the council of the Village ol Glanwsod.
Davalopment has the same meaning i has inthe Act.
May means within a context of 3 policy, that a discretionary action is permitted.
Repglonally significant area means a public park, designated hislore or archaeokogical site,
environmentally sensitive aroa, foresl reserva or any sivaar facility owned and/or administeced by
any leval ol governman.
Shall means within the contaxt of a policy, that tha aclion is mandatory.

Should rmaans within the conlext of a policy, thal the action is recommended.
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2. INTRODUCTION

in Albsna, the Planning Act has established a system of land use planning that consisis of
various levels of legisiative planning documents and Bylaws. A genaral municipal plan is an
optional (for a communily with a population of Bss than 1000} planniryg documenl under ihs
Planning Act that provides land use policies and guidalings. Howaver, sections 81, 62 and 63 of
the Act specitically authorize the Village of Glenwood 1 prepare such a ptan:

BY (2 Acouncl ta which subsection (1) doas not apmly may, by by-law paszed in
accordance with Part 6, adopt & pian for the municipality to be known as the
“{rame of the municipality) Geneval Municipal Plan”.

{3) The counci of wo or more muiicipalities may, by each passing a by-law in
accordance with Part 6, adopt a joinl gengral municipal plan to inciude
those areas of land ing within the boundarias of the municipalities theai the
councils considar necassary and on its adoption the joint general municipal
plan shall be considerad o be & genaral murscipal plan for all purpeses.

62 A council shall, during the preparation of a genaral municipal pian, provide an
opportunily to those persons affected by i of making Ssuggestions and
reprasentations.

83 A general municipal plan shall:

(ay describa:
fiy  the land uses propossd for the municipaiity; and
() the manner of and the propesals for kdure develppmenis In the
municipaiity;

() oesignate or gascribe the areas of the municipalily that would, in ihe
apinion of council, be suitable lfor an area slruclure plan or an area
redevealopment plan or both;

) contain any other mather that the council considars necessary.

Although the Yillage of Glenwood adopted s first land use Bylaw in August of 1879, with the
lalest varsion adopted in February of 1985, this is thei first general municipal plan. Mast GMPs
tend to be guideline documents that recommend sirategies ior fulure patierns of growth and
davalopment. In efiact, 4 GMP dagcribes a communily as @ is and proposas what & coukd
became,

As a praluda 10 the praparation & this plan, a detailed quastionnaire was distributed 10 every
household in Glanwood. The response was exceland, wikh just over half ihe households sending
in complaled surveys {see Appendix | kr detailed resulis). As far as possible the concems of
residents are addressed in the plan. Vitually all of them censiger Glawood a vary livable
comemuniy, however, a numbes of impravements were supgested. Aciions 10 rasolve some of
theee concermns coukd be initiated locally; others, such as job creation, are more challenging.

On the basis ol the survey resulis, discussions with councll and public meetings cerain broad
poals are proposad for the community.  Specific objectivas and policies are then presented under
various categories. The plan concludes with a lisi of "action” proposals for Wnplementing 1he



pokcies., The basis for the objectives and polices ie established in a discussion of the
circumslances, including aliernative policies whers applicable.

The plan examines the community's needs and its poteniial in several broad areas: public and
privale secior facilies, growth management, lown heautificalion and economic davekspment and
diversificetion, white also considering ihe refevant policies and recommendations of the Regional
Plan {sea Appendix Il). Since virtually all of these affect or are affected by land uses, the plan
examines this aspect in some detall, including recommended changes 10 Glenwood's Land Use
Bylaw,

Tha agriculural community of Glanwood was incomperated as a village in 1908 (for kecalion sea
Map 1}, By 1932 thare wers four grain elavators in operation and in 1941 the now famous
Shwase lactory was built, In the 1970°s he pabiey o dlosing some of the CPR branch lines put an
and to the grain elevator oparation and singe then thrée of them hava been torn down. The
chesse faclory conlirues 10 bo an important element o the local economy and i3 presently
undergoing a multi-million dollar expansion. There Is considerable inlerest in the potaniial for
varicus tourism and/or crali-criened enterprises and & very active econcmic development
committee is working wilh residenis to help reakize these possibilties.
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3. COMMUNITY GOQALS

3.1 Introduction

Whan determining the goals kor 4 general municipal plan, il i imporlant to ensure lhat the
residonts are involved in a meaninglul way. To help achieve (his, a ganeral municipal plan
questionnaire was disiabuted to every housshold in the community in the lall of 1588. The
resylis indicated residents feel that averall lown beaulification, the expansion of industry and the
promaotion of tourism are needed. In addition, residents are concomed with the appearance of
downitown, social and recreation programs, police services, dog contred, street signs, Nouse
numbers, shopping and transportation services. The goals listed below are basad on these
questionnaing results.

Regidenis will have iurther opporiunities 1o expross the opinlons and add te these goals and
chjectives at a public hearing preceding the plan's adoption.

3.2 Goals

1. To encourage sconomic growth and diversification in order to provide more employmant
opporlunitias, a broader tax base, and wider range of municipal sarvices.

2. To ensure municipal goals and cbjectives reflect the needs and desires of residents.
3. To enhancs the quality of life n Glenwood through improved shopping and services.



4. POPULATION

4.1 Intraduction

Papulation figures for the past twenty years shown in Table 1 indicate a relativaly stable
population 1or several years with an increasa in growth duning the lale sevenlies and thraughout
the eighlies. This differs with Iha siluation many small towns and villages found themsslves in as
many tended lo grow during 1ha 1970's but exparenced litte or no growth beyond 1981 as a
result of ihe province-wide recession. Much of Glenwood's growih can ba attributed to s
atiractivenass as a badroom community bor residents employed in Cardston and the Blod Indian
Reserve as woll as ite quist lifestyle and m-megration of large families, rather than increased
amployment oppoetunitiss.

4.2 Population Projections

Poputation profeciions are the numerical oulcoma of a sal ol assumptions made about future
tronds, usually wilh referanca to the trends of the past. Projections are conciional; they show
what a population would be if 1hese assumead trends aclually occurred. It must be emphasized
thal they are pot predicions and in small cenires, population changes are often extremely
volalile.

Populafion projections of the population as a whole or of pariicular age groups can be helpful in
anticipating increased demands for residential and non-residential development as wall as social,
recreational, edoucational, physical and heahh facility needs. As salisfying these demands
requires tima for budgeting and, in some cases land for construction, advance knowladge of such
rends [ always beneficial. Whera specific needs are igaentified they can be included in the
planning process; for exampls, in the genseral municipal plan or 1he capital expandilures budget.

The iollowing mitafions o the use of populalion projections should be noted:
* Projections are only as accurale as the data and agsumphions on which they are based;
+ In general, the smaller the inilial population, the greater the error to ba expected;
* The further inlo the future the prejections are cawied, the lass reliable the projection;

« The accuracy of the projected results also relies on how representative the base time
period is of the iypical growth exparianced by 1he municipality;

+» Varnious forces alfect population changs. Tha most common are:  migration, bih, death,
fenillty, and social, economical or palitical changes. Projections incorporating ihe greatest
number of these alemants tend 10 be closer 1o reality.



Two population prejection lechniquas are employed here. The first simply involves making
_diﬂm assumplions aboul the compounded amnual rale of change, then calculating the
‘outcome over a period of years, For examplo, slow growlh ol less than 2 percent a year of
moderate growth of 2 percent to over 3 porcent and 50 forth (see Tabls 2). It is easily updatad o
reffect new census dala or new andicipations about local prospects.

The second is a more sophisticated approach known as the cohort survival methed. By
inegrating birth, death and migration rates in a series of mathematical formutae it can produce
ramarkably accurale projections for larger population bases, such as a metropolitan area or an
entire province, |t iz of Imited banafit to small cenires because migration in and out of 1he
comwmunity is 5o sensitive lo shilts in the local economy. One way to help ofiset this is by using
economic growth projeciions o anticipate Ikely shifts in migratian,

The following projections are basad on:
« Consus Canada Irom 1866, 1971, 1976, 1981 and 1986.

« Whare teasible, figures have baen adiusted to reflect significant boundary changes due 10
annexation or incorporation of hamlets.

« As changing economic, poliical and sockal farces aro dificult 1o quartify and factor iMo a
projection, assumplions about them have not baen included.

+ The projections have been unilaterally appliad to all municipalities regardiass of size.
= Prajeclions wera dona lor S-year inlarvals over the next 25 years, {1931, 1596, 2001, 208,

2014).

Population pyramids showing the projected sex and age distribution of the population for the next
25 years {1986 - 2011), uging the ¢ohont survival method, are prosented in Figure 1. The figures
are based on the pattern of population changa from 1976 - 1988. Note the polential lor growth in
the 30 years old and younger segment, aspecially at a time whan many emall towns and villages
are soeing an increass W senior Slizens and sing younger raskdents due to a lack of pb
opporunities and perceived amenities. This trend, if conlinued, woukl tend o keep a commwinily
vibeant and increase its polential for further growth.

Aesponsas to the guestionnaire survey {see Appendix 1), indicate most residonts profor a slow 10
moderate rata of growth for Glemwood.

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§. RESIDENTIAL LAND USE

5.1 Introduction

Residential devetopment occurs throughaul Glanwood amd dus to the original paitern ol
subdivision the avarage kot is quile farge; each ong measures one acre. Althaugh some lots have
bean subdivided inlo smaller uniés, B large amount of undenstliized land remaine. At this time, 80
acres of sccupied residential land exists i Slenwood (see Table 3 and Map 2).

There are two types of housing in Glenwood: the single family dwelling and the mablle homa. Of
the 90 dwallings, single tamdy are the most prevalen. The majority of the housas were built
before 1961, however, 32 have besn construcied since 1975, raffecting the healthy growth in
recent years. Mobile homes make up the remaining eeven dwelings and most of them were
construcied during the 1970's and 1880°s {see Tabla 4). K is unclear whether a potential demand
exists for a kmied amount of mwliple family housing, for axample, a fourplex or sixplex
apariment devalopmen.

Glanwood also has a large supply of vacand residential land. As seen in Table 5 thers are 82 lolg
thal are vacant but fully serviced, 20 lots wilh water service only, & lots with sewer service anly
and 19 kots ihat are unservicad, for a total ol 127 lots or 127 Bcres of vacant resicdentially
dasignated land, However, in temms of larger convenlional urban lots, epg. 8000 square feet
minimum, a potential capacity for aver 635 additional residential lots exists, In effect, Glenwood
has encugh sorviced land 1o sccommeodale more than double ks current populalion on the
prasont large kis wih room for a 10-fold increase if these lois were replotted 1o mors
conventional urban parcels. Because the cost of servicing vacanl land is quite high for a small
municipality, growth should be channaled to areas of Glanwood that are already lully serviced.

6. COMMERCIAL AND INDUSTRIAL LAND USE

6.1 Introduction

At the present time commercial and ndustrial development in Glenwood is limiled. Enterprises
include: a general stora, & laundromal, a service station, the Chopping Block and the Glenwood
Cheese Faclory. As sesh i Table & there is 4 acres of fand presenlly designated for commenial
development in Glerwood. Of these 4 acres, 2.5 are occupied with commercial land uses,
leaving 1.5 acres for future cormwnarcial development.

The Glonwood Cheese Faclory accounts for the 3.0 acres of indusirial development and is
recently undeorgaing a muli-million dollar expansion including the addition of a whay drying plani.
The lactery's preseni kxcation beside a residontial area is a concem begause of incraased iruck
traflic due to the expansioh and the noise. The addilion of landscaping and screening should be
considerad io help correct this. |n addition, a feasibility study ks being done on tuming part of the
old factory nlo @ museum on the chaese making industry fo attract tourists to Glenwood. The
annaxation of ltand for industrial dovelopment doesnt sesm necossary as Glenwood has an
addiional 12 acres designated for thal purpose, located mainly to the east of exisling
development; ampls for any patential damang during 1he 1990's,

Glenwood also has 24 acres of land designated for warehousing lecaled in the old railway
grounds. One elevalor still axisis bul it i not operational and takes up about one adre. This area
is also available ker future devalopment but as it is adacend to residential development, both
singhe family and mobile home, cawtion showukd be exercised to keep conflicts at & minimum.

Respondents 1o the general municipal plan guesiionnaire circulated in the fall of 1998 expressed
concem over Ihe appaarance of the downlown and the limited shopping opportunilies. They
indicaied they would like to $ee new services such as B restaurant, a bank, another (rocery
store, and a service station with a machanic which has recently reopened. The expansion of
industry, increasad job opporiunities and promotion of fourism with the additian of a muli-cutiural
cemler, museum, tourist accommodations and increased advertising were among the related
objectives and propesals.

Since thig questionnaire was circulated several positive steps to promote sconamic development
hava been iaken. The administration circulaled an economic develapment questionnaire sent oul
in the summer of 1990 asking regidents whal now servites they would suppod and if they wore
willing to invest in o cooperative industry. Also, Glenwood has joinad the Chinoak Coumlry

Taurist Associatian and hopas to arect a sipgn advertising Glenwood on @ major highway. The
culivral heritage of the area wilh ite Mormon, Huttorite and Native Indian populafions as well as
ihe gkills and knowladge o the residents could be developed and expanded upon.

The municipality shoukd work fogether with 1he loeal economic devalopment committae o
attract more developmeant and reskdents.

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7. PUBLIC AND RECREATIONAL LAND USES

7.1 Introduction

The Vilags of Glenwood has several public land uses. The Glenwoed sthool provides
educational servicas from kinderganen thwugh grade sight. I serves students from the vilage
and surmounding rural argas including nearby parts of the Blood Indian Reserve. Senior high
school sludents are bussed inlo Cardsion. Other pubfic fand uses includa 1he villagse offics,
library, past office, village shap and Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Samits,

Many recraation opportunities are available as wel. Glonwood has two parks; the first is quie
laige, direcily south of the LDS church and containg playground equipmeand, ball diamonds and
tennis courts. The second iz 8 memarial to soldiers killed during battte and includes a cenctaph,
In addition, an outdoor ice rink and liture outdoor riding arona expand recreation opportuniias.
The Glenwood recreation board organizes many evends and activilies such ag fittle league
baseball and mini-basketball tournaments, Sprmrglen Park is a joint collaboralion of the villages
of Glenwood and Hill Spring, located 11 kms from Glenwood. & iz open to the publc and
includas picnic facililes, playground equipment, ball diamonds and open areas in a very
picturesque setting beside the Baly River.

7.2 Qbjectives
1. To maintain the prasam level of aducation and recreation apportunitios.

2. Toensure services providad are responsive 1o residents newxds.

7.3 Palicles

1.  The municipality shoukl work 1ogeiher with the kcal economic devalopment commiltes in
altracting more developmend and residents 1o the village whaoreby ingreasing school
enwcliments and the oparating efiiciency of the school,

2. The Gtenwood recrealion beard and council shoulkd coordinate thair efforts 10 provide quality
recreation oppartunities kor residonis.

8. MUNICIPAL SERVICES

8.1 Imroduction
{a) Sewage and Water Facilltles

Sewer and water services are avallable (o all occupiad residential and nonrezidential users, as
woll a1 several vacam commarcial sies. As zaen on Maps 3 and 4, some axténsion of sarvicas
io areas designated for future industrial development may ba necessary evaniually.

Glenwood is served by an artesian wall located in the fringe araa just outside of Ihe village, as
well as a watar tower and live firg hydrants within the village. In addition, nural water garvice is
providad 1o \he swrounding rural area via sight distribution lines:

- south akwygy Main Streel;

- west along Contre Streat;

- northeast atong Main Avenue;

= nuth on two knes from Fourlth Sireet Norhy;

- neih along Fourlh Avenus Wast;

- southwest along two lines alengside the railroad tracks.

{b) Protaction and Health Services

Glarwood hae recently amersd into a five protection agreemand {tha Mid-River Fwa Commission)
wilh the Village of Hill Spring which involves \he sharing of manpower, efuipment and costs,
Glarwond iteelf has ils own fire hall with 2 vehickss and 10 voluntary fire Bghlers, and Hill Spring
has 1 vehicks and also 10 voluary fire fighters.

Palice protection is provided to Glarwood by the RCMP Irom the Cardston datachment. As a
significant numbar of respondents rated police protection poor 1o very poor In the GMP
quastionnaire, this could be an area where improvement is nesded.

Tha Cardston hospital, 30 ke away, serves the heallh care needs of rasidents and providas an
ambulance service. Theve are numesous doctors and denlists located in Cardston as well as a
Chinook Health Unit ollice. Health services received high ratings from raspondents to the
quashonnaire. '

8.2 Objectives
1. To ensura the high qualily ol protection, sawage and waler and hedlth services is
mainiained.

2. Toimprove any areas ol municipal servicas that are lacking.

8.3 Paolicles

A priarty shall ba placed on providing and maintaining the presant high quality of rmunicipal
sarvices.

2. The community's sewer and water facilitios should be regulary maintained to ensure the
smooth deivery ol services.

3. The evidence of resident dessatisfaction with police services should be axamined and
discussions iniated with tha RCMP to resolve this concem.

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9. FUTURE GROWTH AND DEVELOPMENT

9.1 Introduciion

In the pagt, towns and villages grew and praspered ollen as a resull of good economic condilions
and oulside investment ino the community in the form ol coimmercial or industrial development
craating jobs and spawning ragidential devalopment. As the sconcmy has worsened and outside
investmant isnil as forthcoming as it once was, municipalifies must explors new methods of
arnm:: gdevelopmant to keep themsebvas growing rathor than stagnating ard perhaps dying
allogether.

Diflarand methads of economic development sxist; many focus on tha promation of 2 municipality
in order to altract new investment. Howaver, a polentially more effective avenue is to build upon
strengihs and attraciive Yealures already axisling and examing irwastment opportunities irom
within the municipally. Fer instance, the Village of Glenwood is situated in the midst of soveral
world class tourist attraclions guch as Head Smashad-In Bufialo Jump, Waterton Lakas National
Park and the Remingion Carriage Colection, functions as a dommitory community for residens
employed in the Town of Cardston and the Blood Indian Rezerve and finally has racently enjoved
8 boost to the local sconomy with the multi-million dollar axpansion to the Glenwood Chaese
Factory. Each of these strengihs: towism, dormitory development and indugtrial development,
as well as a combination &f al three, it examined in dstail and expanded upon n the following
section.

9.2 Deavelopment Aliernatives
{a} Toudam

Tourism & ong of the lastest growing industies today and wih Alberta's pristine mountain
scenary, clean aw and world clags tourisl attraclions & s an area to be capilalized on and
devetoped ulty. Glanwood's central boeation close to Walsrion Lakes Mational Park, Head
Smashed-In Buffalo Jump, the soon 1o ba apenad Remingion Carriage Collection and tha historic
Trail of ihe Graal Beat which staris in Yellowstons Nalional Park, rune through Watericn Lakes
National Park and ends in Banif National Parlk opens up many opportunities to capture a par of
the iourist dollar,

Vigitors to these atiractions are offen day users travelng by car, recrgational vehicte and
increasingly bicycles. Visitors are also oftan senior citizens who are at a time in ihair lives when
they have the income and fime to travel. By providing services that cater 1o (hesa groups and
complament thair day's activities, Glenwood could capturg a portion &l the tourism markst. For
example, Glamwood could be ona stop in 4 bicycle network of bad ang breakfast sstablishmants
or hostels comesponding with Ihi Trail of the Great Bear or intg Brilish Columbia. Anather
exampla could ba the development of a racrealional vehicle park adjacant to the peoposaed niding
arena with amendties such as waler and sewapge hook-ups 10 provide fourisis with a central
localion irom which to explore area attraclicns. In addiion to rodeo avenis occurving at the riding
arena, other activies catering 10 sanior citizens such as square dancing, lawn bowling, fishing
ang golfing could be arranged silther by developing them in Glenwood or arranging tours 1o
{acilities in neighboring towns, Sighizasing tours could akso be arranged 1o the Bload Indian
Reserve for native festivities and traditional ceremonies or dances or with nalive guidas for
funting ang fishing trips. Anathir possibility for tha younger tourist could be a histaric canoe Wip
down the Belly River through the Blood Indian Reserve with historic Indian sites intarpreted by
ihe four guide. Addiional activities or omempnses could be davaloped to kesp tournsis in
Glanwood such ag a fanmers markel o open air market fealuring fresh produce, homemade
goods, cralis and hobbies and antiques. As Glenwood has such large lots a back portion of each

Kt in a4 particudar block could be tilized forming & padestrian laneway from ona and to the other.
This lanoway could becomo an ouidoor market with each properly owner having a stall or
workshop to showcase thair eralts, hobbies, produce, homamade foodsiulls, antigues or hame
occupations.  The viklage could also capitalize on fis famous Glanwood Cheese by offerihg
samples of il in a snack bar or restaurant sefting with other homemads items made with products
from the area such as bread, jams, pickles, vegslables ard so on. In addiion, a proposed
nh1usaum highlighting the: histary of cheese making in Glerwood could entice tourisls to stay
nger.

So far klsas have been discussed on how 10 ancourags more lourists to come to Glanwood by
capitalizing and axpanding on petential which already exists in the communily. However, there
arg other valuable towism and socio-economis trends that could be capitalized on as well. For
examgle, many Canadian senigr citizens nicknamed the "snowbirds” go south to the United
States jor the winler months. If thare ara any "snowbirds” lrom the Glenwood area an exchange
program of adopt-a-neighbour program coukd ba started to ancourags more Americans o come
north for the summar months to enpoy Canadian hospitality from friends they've met during the
winter months. Angther trénd is tha growing concarn people have with physical filness and
health in genaral which has resulteg in the growth of heallh spas and reserts. Howevaer, many of
\hese ara located In Eastern Cenada and the Unded States so there are few health spas or
rasons taking advamage of Westem Canada's gloricus mountain and pralrie scenery, ¢lean air
and hagpitality. With (he Village of Glenwosd being in such a sconic Keation the davelopment of
a heakth spa or resort perhaps on the duds ranch thems would draw pecple into the area.

(b} Dermiory Developient

Althcugh many ol Glanweod's residents ara emploved wilhin the village, it still inctions to soma
extent as & dommiory community to towns such as Cardsion whers a number of regidents are
empkyed {Sao Appendix |, Section 4.3). People choose to regide in Glenwood and then looik for
empleyment o when they are employed elsswhere based on the qualilies they ke about the
community. The karge one-acre regidential lols provide extra space for large lamidiies, hobbies
such as gardening or thosa thal require workshops, and contribute towards an uncrowded, quiet
litastyle. Many of ihe roads are paved and in good candition and municipal servicas such as
sowor and water peovision and fira profaction are available. Glenwood's lbeation naar sevaml
amployment sources as well as recreation oppaoriunities provided by mountains, lakes and parks
is also a definits asset.

In ordar ¢ capitalize on the existing dormitory development, currend agsets should be expanded
upen 1o ancourage more people to call Glenwood home. For sxample, the family atmosphera
and quied fitestyta should ba preserved by discouraging subdivision of one-acra ks inlo many
smaller parcels, (avoring singla lamily dwellings and mobile homes as the preferred housing
siock, enacting a noisa or nuisance bylaw and fo restrict indusirial development 10 that of a clean
or manufacturing nature, away from residential development {see Map 4).  Cammercial
dovelopment, pariicularly personal services such as gas station, convenience stors, banking
lacilkies, haw dresser and dry claaner, as well as ratail shopping and a restaurant shoukd ba
ghcouraged to increase the rogidants’ quality of Ife. Recrsatisnal opporuniies could ako be
expanded with the addition of a community center or family fun certer with a bowling alley, video
gamas, area kx crafts and hobbies and room to hold dances. Other possibilities incluga mini-
goli, wakking trails, a concession stand ai the gkating rink selling hot chocolate and hot dogs and
a bandstand and outdoor picnic area adjgcen to tha sporistield for weekend events. Glenwood's
locafion near the mountains ang numerous lakes could lacilitate skiing, hunting or Jishing trips. In
addition, residenis of Glenwood and those of the surounding rueal area could develop a program
where village children could experience farm lile by adopting a horse and looking after it or
another farm animal such as cows or pigs and raising tham Yor compatition such as the 4-H does
10 iwrease thair exposura lo difierent lifastyles.

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f¢) Indusiral Development

industrial development is in a pariod of upswing currendly in Glenwood as the Cheese Factory is
undergoing a4 mulli-million dollar expansion. While this expansicn will not increase the work jorce
significantty, one benefil will ba an increase in the number of mifk frucks coming inlo Glanwoad.
Cne economic davelopmant stralegy woukd be o capitalize on his increase in iruck traflic by
offaring services truckers could use such as a restaurant or rast stop which could then also be
used by local residents and visitors. The reslaurant could fealure products rom the Chease
Faclory in its recipes as well as produce grown Jocally which could also be an area of expansion
in the kym of market gardens o¢ ¢ilizen cooperatives. Yegetables grown in the market garden
coulkd be Jait for cliands 1o pick and choose or coulkd be sold i a farmmers madkel setting or could
bo processed and canned by a new plant in the community, perhiaps owned and operated by the
citizens of Glenwond, The ¢itizen cooperative idaa has already becn mantioned in an economic
devalopmeant commilles questionnaire senl out to the residents of Glenwood and recsived
positive response. A cilizen codperative could also markel homemade jams, jelies and
marmalades made from kcal berry bushes, picklas made from cucumbers or herbs grown, dried
and packaged. Al these products could be markated under the same *brand” name or with the
saméa labals and packagng to creale & product thal woukdl be readily recognizable 1o the
COnGumer.

Another avamie would be 1o pureus companies prasenily involved in the food processing ingusiry
in hopas that they would lake advantage of Glanwood's location and access to raw malerials thal
s necassary. The Glenwood area currendly supporte grain famme, dairy and catile oparalions.
The local aconomic devalopmeant committas coukd play a large role in this approach.

In addition, currend trends in the industrial sector could ba ressarched and axplored 1o dandily
any ihat could be capitalized or. For example, the quality of the efvirsbment and specifically the
regycling movement have racoivad a lol of madia allention lately and as more consumers
demand producis thal ara more environmendally friandly, craale lass waste and can be recyclod,
companias are serambling t& kesp up. Thare coukd be a produc! thal could be produced kecally
with littke owerhoad in this calegory such as canvas shopping bags that people use lor grocery
shapping instaad of paper or plastic bags.

id) Combination Devalopmant

Thig altarnative wauld combing Itha mast feasible options from sach of the above alternatives o
allow lor a more balanced growth of Glenwood's economy. A combination of all thrae
alternatives would allow an ingremental approach 1o be 1aken whare one o two ideas could be
implemented al one lime whenever lsasible. Foadback on the success or failure of these ideas
would detarmine which ldeas woukd be the nex! 10 be implemanted and what their focus would
ba. A process coukd theh be set up following this model with a time frame and moniloring
procass in order to guide future growth and developmand in accordance with proposed fuiure land
usas ag illustrated in the General Municipal Plan Guide Magp (see Map 4).

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l. INTRODUCTION

As part of the preparation of & general municipal plan tor the Village of Glerwood, Village Councll
authorizad the circulation of a questionnaire o all households in the Village.

The quesiicnnaire was drafted with 1he assislance of the Economic Developmend Commites and
deliverad k all households in the Fall ¢l 1988. Response rate lor the questionnalre was 50.6%
{3% questignnaires were relurned).
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. SUMMARY

Analysis of the questionnaires completed by Glenwood residents indicates that:

1.

The majority of Glenwood residents, approximalety 56% have lved in Glerwood for lass
than 15 yoears and roughly 74% have kvad in their prosent home fof less than 15 yaars. This
indicatas mast residents are lairdy new to the community which is supported by Section 1.3
staling that only 5.1% of the respondants ware born in Glamwooed, the remainder originaling
in a vanely of locations in Alberta and the 1.5.A. Saveral raasons werg given ag to why
rasigents choge to live in Glenwocd including empioymam, being close 1o family, good place
1o raiso a tamily and a good Westyie (ses Section 1.4).

Most resiganis 54% ware in favour of 3 modarale rate of growlh (over two new regldences or
al least 2% growth per yaar) for Glenwood (see Section 2.2). Residends cited empleyment
opportunities mada possitle by a diversified ndustrial and commercial base a8 mportan
factors favouring moderate growth.

Hesidents were ganarally satisfied with most services and feawres of lving in Glenwood,
howsvar, Some concem was expressed aboui the appearance of downtown, social and
racrealiondl programs, police services, dog conlral, straet signs and houss numbers, and
shopping and transpodation services (see Section 2.2).

A maprily of regidants (see Section 2.3) weré opposed to village ivolvement in tand
devalopment for ragidential or commercial purposeas, while a aignificant majonly supported
the need for main street and overall lown beautiicalion, the expansion of Induslry and the
pramaotion of leurism.  In addilion, ihere were a greal varisty of suggestions as 1o what might
be done lowards accomplishing these goals such as a muki-culiural center or mussum, a
variety of tourist accommodations and inereased advertising of Glemwood,

Roughly 20% of Glenwood residenis shop wilhin their town lor groceries, hardware and
housghold and enlertalnment needs. Larger cenlers in the redion guch as Cargsion,
Lethbrkige and Pincher Creak received the bulk of the Glenwood resldents’ business for
ihair clothing, automativa, personal, financial, farm and ranch and buikling needs. Glerwood
residents primarily shap owiside of tha village bacause of more compsitive prices and
selection (see Seclion 3.2 and 3.3} and would like 1o see a vanety of new services in their
town including a service station wilh machanic, a restaurant, grocery store and bank.

Primary amploymand location for Glermwood rasidents is in thair village while a significant
number akse commule to Candston (sae Seclion 4.3). A% ol 1emals residents are
employad as housewives, 9.5% in the Medical/Profassional field, 9.5% in the claricat field
and 9.5% i aducation. 52.4% of 1he fomake residents are employed fullktime, the ramainder
are part-time/seasonal, ratwed or unamployed. Of the mal respondents, 20.5% are
amployad as labourers, fobwad by 15.4% in agriculture and 10.3% In sducation. Most of the
male residens are employed fulk-time or are retired.

Respondents indicatad thal they had numerous skills that could be of use of potantial
smployars (Ses Soction 4.4).

Tha wast majority of regpongdanis, 82% raled Glarwood as a good or sxceliant place 19 live
due 1o the small iown aimosphara, laeling of commundly and good environment to raize
tamily (sea Section 4.5 and 4.8).

The Oldman River Regienal Plan siales that:”

"In formudlating paficies lo guikie fulure growth, devaeloprnent and land use in ihe region, the
foftawing principles have applied:

The Regional Plan permits runicipal govemment the dagree of flexibiiity they need io
meel the requiremsnts of the Acl and lo salisly local aspirations.

' The policies comtained in the Plan act as a guidsline or framework for municipalities as
they prepare their own more detaifed plans. Most of the poiicies are, therelore,
advisory and are prasent as recomrnendalions 1o membear municipalities.”

A Regional Plan for the Oldman River Region came inle eflect on April 1. 1985. This plan
recommends that:

Urban municipaiities should:

{a) develop in a genarally compact forrm and use as ifile agricuttural land as poszsiis when
expanding urbar araas or uses;

b discovrage and avoid premaiure or discontiguous urbsn expansion, subdivision and

{c) ensure ordery and contiguous urban axpansion, subdivision and developmeant.

Each urban municipality, ag pan of its genaral murnicipal plan preparalion or raview process
should prepare and adopt a straiagy for tha expansion and davelopmeni of the cornmunity
for & reasonabla timeg inie the Anlupre, Such urban axpansion strategies should indicate the
focation or direction of wrban expansion, broad land use requirerments, and when lands wil
ikely be needed for urban expansion.

Urban ganeral municipal plans, through their urban sxpansion sirategies, shoulid provide for
the orderly, economic, rational and efiicient expansion of urban boundaries and should
ansure planned and orderly communily, neighbourhood, industrial and commercial growih.

Urbar expansion stralegies should ensure that sulficlent land for all forms of urban
development is available when required, and that the liming of urban expansion affows for
sufficient time for proper planning, design and Servicing.

When preparing an urban expansion stralegy, an urban municipalily should evaluals as
thoroughly az possible alt the advanfages amd isadvantages of various oplions or
alterngtives.  The following criteria or maiters should be used as a guideling in formulsting
an urban expansion sirategy within or oulside the existing boundaries of an urban cenler;

{a} the overall growth and davelopreni objeciives of the evelving urban municipality and
how the axpansion Sirglogy propeses io implement them,
